Elcho Island, East Arnhem Land 
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Oceanic Broadband Solutions Pty Ltd recently won a tender from the Northern Territory 
Education department to deploy a solar/wind powered outdoor wireless network on Elcho Island.  
 
The project was for homeland schools and communities of Shepherdson College, Galiwinku, 
Gunpurra and Djurrandi in East Arnhem. Oceanic designed, installed and supports a private 
wireless network for Department of Education and Training (DET).  
 
Our solution allows distance learning to be brought closer to these indigenous communities.  
 
Oceanic’s solution is a unique way of providing free video conferencing and calling to mobile 
handsets over the privately owned DET network to schools 60km into the Australian bush.  
 
The solar/wind powered network uses unique cyclone rated, non-concrete base towers for ease 
of installation. It provides the teachers with added value features such as free local mobile phone 
service, home broadband internet access and an IPTV service (Austar & free-to-air digital TV).

The National Bank of Vanuatu (NBV) approached Oceanic Broadband Solutions to discuss a 
turnkey solution. NBV had read about the success Oceanic was having in the region rolling out 
the PNGARNET network in Papua New Guinea. They thought there might be similarities to their 
needs and decided to discuss a design solution with us.  
 
NBV has 25 remote banks over the Vanuatu islands, from Santo in the north (300km from Port 
Vila) to Tanna in the south. These branches required secure banking transaction facilities and 
private voice communications from the branch to the head office in Port Vila.  
Often at these remote locations 240 Volts mains power was of poor quality and inconsistent. 
 
Oceanic designed a fully managed VSAT HUB for NBV based in Port Vila. This HUB receives all 
the 25 branches voice and data communication and connects it to the head office LAN. The low 
cost HUB solution can connect to the SPIN fibre optic cable for internet access in the near future. 
In the mean time internet access is provide through Oceanic’s satellite internet service.  
 
As part of the turnkey solution for NBV Oceanic has installed wireless links from its head office to 
their Disaster Recovery Centre, where the VSAT HUB is located.  Additionally we have deployed 
our non-concrete base, light weight towers to connect the wireless network together.   
 
At the wireless repeater sites and the remote VSAT branches solar/wind and battery technology 
has been installed to provide continuous power for the equipment and branch computers.     
 
Stuart Mathison, Head of Operations at NBV said ‘Oceanic has done a good job and things 
are working well. Data and voice transmission are e xcellent; we are very pleased with the 
results’.
